Who is governed by this policy?
The scheme of delegations will apply to all permanent, contract and temporary officers working for the Council.

Summary

The Council’'s Constitution requires that each Strategic Director will prepare service schemes of delegation which set out how
decisions will be made in each of the Services for which they are responsible. Such schemes should clearly identify which officers
have been authorised to make decisions under the delegated powers of the Strategic Director. All schemes of delegation will be
lodged with the Council’s Monitoring Officer and made available to the public on request.

Each Service Director or Monitoring Officer has the authority to make amendments to the Scheme of Delegation necessitated by
legislative changes as and when appropriate.

Officers may only exercise the powers delegated to them in accordance with all relevant statutory requirements, the provisions of the
Council’s Constitution, the revenue and capital budgets of the Council, its Procurement Code, Financial Regulations and other
relevant policies and procedures.

Delegation is simply a way of allocating matters to the levels appropriate to ensure that the Service’s business is dealt with in the
most efficient way possible. Delegated power will normally be exercised at the lowest level to which it has been given. However, all
such powers will also be held by the Strategic Director.

Where an officer post to which any function has been delegated is renamed or is affected by a staffing reorganisation, then the
relevant delegation shall be treated as applying to the renamed post or, as appropriate, to the post which has been allocated the
same or substantially the same relevant duties as the original post following that reorganisation.

In exercising the powers delegated to them officers must observe any additional procedural requirements that apply within their
services e.g. any requirement to consult local ward councillors, cabinet members and/or the leader. It is also good practice to keep
local ward councillors informed of decisions made and implemented under delegated powers that significantly affect members of the
community in their ward.
