The Hudersfield Town Centre Blueprint SPD has been informed by a wide range of internal and external consultees including 
businesses, third sector groups, education organisations, developers and investors, service providers etc.  It was subject to 
12 week consultation and a staff exhibition in the town centre provided the opportunity for the public and other interested 
parties to come and speak about the Blueprint.  Citizens were invited to provide their views through an on-line questionnaire 
and over 850 face to face interviews were undertaken with citizens and focus groups through the How good is your place
